Business Development Incentives

The Land Bank TURBO Program

TURBO, which stands for Transforming Underdeveloped Residential & Business Opportunities, is a program of
the Wayne County Land Bank and is agressively applied by Wayne County, but only within Wayne County. TURBO

reimburses investors by giving cash back to property owners who make signi®cant real estate investments in Wayne
County.

The TURBO program offers 3 options:

- TURBO Maximum bene®t for projects involving new construction or total rehabilitation
- TURBO Limited Benefit for projects limited to partial rehabilitation
- TURBO Brownfield for projects involving an approved Brownfield plan

For new real estate development or substantial rehabilitation of existing structures within Wayne County, the TURBO program could potentially

offer a cash equivalent of up to 100% of the taxes for the ®rst year of a project, and 50% for the following ®ve years. The Wayne County Land
Bank may also participate in the issuance of bonds for certain project activities.




State of Michigan Job Creation & Investment
Incentives

Michigan Economic Growth Authority (MEGR)e MEGA program is the primary tax incentive used by the State to attract or retain businesses. MEGA
is generally only used for large businesses that present a credible case that, but for the credits, they will relocate or expand elsewhere. Generally,

to qualify, a business without a presence in Michigan must create 100 full time jobs that pay at least 150 percent of the federal minimum wage.

A lower threshold is offered to high tech companies and businesses already located in Michigan. The MEGA program also requires local community
participation, which generally comes in the form of property tax abatements. It also requires approval or incentives under the MEGA program prior to
corporate investment in land or buildings. MEGA credits can very signi®cantly from company to company, at the discretion of the State. However, the
principal incentive is the ability to take as a credit up to 4.3% of the personal income of the company employees. Assuming an income of $50,000
results in a credit of approximately $2,150 per employee. This credit is offered for a ®xed number of years by the State.

PA. 328 Personal Property Tax Exemptibocal government with eligible distressed areas can offer a 100 percent property tax exemption for all new
personal property acquired by businesses that are engaaged primarily in manufacturing, research, or of®ce operation, and are located in a pre-quali®ed
zone. If not within a zone, the local community must create the zone before exemption is approved. The exemption is available for newly purchased
equipment, as well as used, that will be moved to Michigan.

PA 198 Industrial Facility Tax Abatememitny local government in Michigan may offer 50 percent property tax abatements for new construction and
equipment related to manufacturing and high technology activities for up to 12 years. A parallel program exists for rehabilitated or replacement
facilities. In those cases, the property tax is frozen at pre-rehabilitated value for the term of the abatement. Assuming a local tax rate of 30 mills (tax
rate per 100 of value) and a building value of $5,000,000 (in Michigan taxed at one half SEV) results in the following formula: 1/2 ($5,000,000)
equals $2,500,000; then 30 mills times 2500 equals a tax reduction of $75,000 annually for up to 12 years. A company must seek and receive local
approval of their request within six months of the initial investment.

Film Productio nCredits

Film Production CredifThe state of Michigan ®m production credit is a refundable, assignable tax credit of up to 42% of the amount of a production
company's expenditures incurred in producing a ®m or other media entertainment project in Michigan.



Federal Economic Development Incentives

New Market Tax Creditd he purpose of a Community Development Entity (CDE) is to attract private investment to low-income communities. When an
investor makes a quali®ed equity investment in a CDE, they receive the right to claim New Market Tax Credits on a proportion of the investment over a
7-year period.

EPA Site Assessment Fundfgayne County has received grants from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to perform preliminary Brown®eld site
assessments on potential development sites.

SBA 504 Loan Progrank program of the Small Business Administration, the SBA 504 Loan Program is for small and medium sized businesses where
low cost ®nancing will help companies create or retain jobs and expand business ownership opportunities. Businesses whose expansion plans call for
the investment and use of real estate or equipment for their businesses may qualify for up to 90% ®nancing.



Real Estate Development Incentives

Wayne County's Real Estate Development Incentives

Smart ZonesSmart Zones are part of a program designed to bene®t small, high-tech companies. Eleven zones throughout Michigan are intended to stimulate technology
related businesses. The locations generally offer support for incubators, market research, venture capital, interns, and technical assistance. De®nitions of quali®ed businesses
and geographic locations may change based upon pending legislation. Assuming a company quali®es as high-tech, (per state de®nition) then local property, and in some case
State education taxes, can be retained in part for the purpose of upgrading and improving infrastructure around the property.

Renaissance Zonefkenaissance Zones are designated tax-free zones scattered across 152 locations in Michigan. A business located in one of these zones is exempt from
virtually all state and local taxes attributable to the activity undertaken within the zone. Taxes that are exempted include personal income tax for residents of the zone,
Michigan Business Tax, property taxes, and the Utility Users Tax.

Brown®eld Redevelopment Tax IncentivEsis incentive provides a Michigan Business Tax (MBT) credit for the redevelopment or improvement of a quali®ed ?facility®
(contaminated, functionally obsolete, or blighted property). The amount of an individual credit is 12.5%-20% (location dependent) of the eligible investment a taxpayer makes
to redevelop or expand an eligible property. The credit can be as high as $30 million, assuming a $300 million investment. This credit can be monetized. Project expenses
include most hard and soft costs expended on the development, except acquisition. A baseline environmental assessment needs to be completed before any acquisition.

State of Michigan Real Estate Development Incentives

Obsolete Property Rehabilitation Tax Exemptian:OPRA property offers a property tax exemption for certain rehabilitated housing and commercial facilities in core communi-
ties. The value added to the properties building and improvements as a result of the rehabilitation project is exempt from most property taxes for up to 12 years. Land and
personal property continue to be fully taxed.

Private Activity Bond FinanctingPrivate Activiy Bonds (PABS) enable a private lender to issue tax-exempt bonds on behalf of a pro®table borrower. There is no tax on interest
earned on the bonds, and the bonds are exempt from both federal and state income taxes.

Transportation Economic Development Fuhlde Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) manages several types of Economic Development Programs under the Transpol
tation Economic Development Fund. Category A of this fund targets a variety of industries, including manufacturing activities and providing funding support for road improve-
ments. These funds vary according to a series of criteria established by the State, including level of investment and jobs created.



Other State of Michigan Tax & Investment Incenti

Pollution Control Equipment Exemptio8tate law exempts inventory, and certain tools, dies, jigs, ®xtures and pollution control equipment from local property
taxes. The state sales tax is not levied on the purchase of machinery and energy used in manufacturing.

R&D Tax CreditAn Investment Tax Credit will be allowed on the Michigan Single Business Tax (MBT) for capital purchases made in the state.

MBT Industrial Personal Property Tax Creditpart of the new Michigan Business Tax was enacted with a signi®cant reduction in personal property taxes. Starting
in 2008, the tax rate for industrial personal property was reduced by 24 mills, or an average of 46%. This varies by community. In addition, the new Michigan
Business Tax includes a credit equal to 35% of the remaining property tax paid on industrial personal property. Assuming a 50 mill rate will result in a 26 mill
rate per $1,00 of value (applying the new tax formula), and assuming a further reduction of 35%, results in an actual property tax rate of 17 mills.

MBT Investment Tax Credithe MBT makes available an investment tax credit (ITC) equal to 2.9% of the cost of net new capital assets. The ITC applies to
purchases of depreciable real and personal property. The MEDC has a tax specialist available to assist you with calculating the Investment Tax Credit.
